Step 1: Get started
Visit tutor.com/nhed to:

Option 1: Search the school finder page to see if Tutor.com is 
available through your school’s learning management system 
or platform (e.g., Canvas, Clever, ClassLink).

Option 2: Create an individual account through the  
self-registration program for learners who do not access  
Tutor.com through a school LMS.

Step 2: Find the right tutor
Click Connect with a Tutor Now at the top-left corner or the 
CONNECT NOW button. Then, select your language, topic, 
subject, and grade level.

You can also share questions and files you’d like to discuss.
